What is the Madison Audubon Memorial Day Birding and Nature Weekend?
It’s a great way to kick off your summer with a long weekend of nature, relaxation, birding, and camaraderie!   It’s also a way to save gas and go green, take a mini-vacation close to home, and let others do the cooking.
Madison Audubon members, friends, families and kids have enjoyed this informal birding and nature education weekend for well over 30 years.  It’s always been a great time.  We look forward again this year to old friends returning, and to new friends joining the fun!   You don’t have to be an Audubon member.  All ages are welcome!

Camp Lake Lucerne is about an hour and a half north of Madison near Wautoma.  The camp provides basic but comfortable group cabins with several separate bedrooms, shared family rooms, outdoor play areas, campfire pits, and acres and acres of beautiful natural areas.  Sit back and enjoy hot cooked meals in a clean modern dining hall while watching birds right out the window beside the spring-fed lake. 
After your meal, you can hike or bike the gentle trails through the woods to spot the lady slippers, take a loop over to the restored prairie to watch for bluebirds, and sit by the quiet lake and beach to enjoy turtles, herons, hawks, and orioles.  Maybe take a quiet paddle with a friend in one of the provided canoes.  You are most welcome to bring your own bike, canoe, or kayak if you wish.  You may also want to bring along some snacks, a hammock, and a good book (sorry, no pets).  We do a lot of birding so bring your binoculars or scope if you have them.  If not, others are more than willing to share!     
You’ll be happy to know all activities are optional, and there is no strict schedule other than mealtimes.  There are plenty of opportunities each day for quiet time alone as well as fun, exercise, and a bit of birding and other nature education!   In the morning and after meals some folks usually gather for bird walks or carpool to nearby wildlife areas, and anyone is welcome to join in.  Expert birders share their tips, scopes and birdsong skills with novices, often pointing out interesting birds they hear or see that you may have otherwise missed.  If you like camp camaraderie, you’ll enjoy the evening campfires outdoors and games, evening computer slideshows and other activities indoors.  Folks with various skills and interests will help lead activities such as Tai Chi in the morning, nature walks to identify trees and lady slippers, listening for the evening Whip-Poor-Will across the lake, and - if lucky – help you spot a Pileated Woodpecker!

Here are the things you need to know, and what to bring 
· Regular camp activity starts Saturday afternoon and ends Monday noon
· This includes 6 meals starting Saturday evening dinner through Monday lunch
· The regular camp rate is $168 per person, a family of 4 is $125 per person, a family of 5 is $100 per person, and children under 3 are free  
· If you want a longer weekend you can come on Friday, that’s $52 per person

· If you come early on Saturday or on Friday, those meals are on your own

· Day guests are also welcome if friends want to come just for a day! The day guest fee is $5, plus a meal charge if joining for meals  
· There are several small towns nearby with restaurants and services if needed
· Two group cabins have small but comfortable bedrooms with two single beds, shared bath and shower facilities, kitchenettes and large family rooms, two overflow cabins are similar, with camp shower facilities nearby
· Requests for a single room, cabins with showers, the ‘quieter’ cabin, and special diets are accommodated to the extent possible but cannot be guaranteed 
· No smoking or alcohol is allowed in any building
· Bring casual clothing, swimsuit, hiking shoes, and rain gear
· Blankets and sheets are provided, bring a towel, and an extra blanket if desired
· Meals are provided Saturday evening through Monday noon
· You are welcome to bring a cooler and snacks, there are refrigerators available
· Bring your bike, canoe or kayak, games, smores, binocs, scope! (sorry, no  pets)
