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Come to the 32nd Annual Madison Audubon  
Memorial Day Weekend Birding and Nature Camp!


Madison Audubon volunteers help coordinate this informal yearly group outing.  The focus is fun, birding, and nature education.
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Members, non-members, friends, families and kids are all welcome!  Some folks come back year after year and new folks are always welcome!
It’s a great way to kick off your summer!  Enjoy a long weekend of relaxing, birding, nature education, healthy outdoor activity, and nice quiet time with folks who love the outdoors.
Save gas and go green!   No need to go ‘way up north’.  Camp Lake Lucerne only an hour and a half north of Madison, located just south of Wautoma in a beautiful scenic area.

Enjoy simple camp living.  The comfortable group cabins have separate bedrooms with 2 single beds, and shared baths, family rooms, fireplaces, and kitchenettes.  Showers are in the cabins or just across the path.  There are indoor and outdoor play areas, campfire pits, a spring-fed lake, and many acres of natural areas with trails for hiking, biking, and birding.  
Best of all, you can forget about cooking!  Enjoy cooked meals served in a beautiful dining hall overlooking the lake, and watch birds right out the window while you eat!  Meal times are 8am, noon, and 5:30 starting Saturday evening through Monday noon.   If you arrive earlier on Saturday or on Friday, meals are on your own in the cabin kitchenettes or at nearby restaurants.  
What should I bring? Bring comfortable clothes, hiking shoes, something warm for evenings, and a rain jacket.  Canoes and kayaks are provided and you are welcome to bring your own bike, canoe, or kayak if you wish.  You may also want to bring along some snacks, a hammock, and a good book (sorry, no pets).  If you come early and plan to cook meals or snacks in the cabins, bring cooking utensils and plates.  And remember your binoculars, scope, and camera! 
What is there do to?   Relax and enjoy quiet time in a cabin or outdoors.  Talk to old friends and make some new friends.  Exercise in morning Tai Chi.  Go Birding down the lane or carpool with others on a field trip to a nearby natural area.  Hike the winding trails through the woods looking for Lady Slippers.  Bike the gentle paved camp roads.  Visit the restored prairie and watch for Bluebirds.  Sit by the spring-fed lake and beach and watch Herons fishing.  Listen to the Orioles in the treetops.  Paddle with a friend and spot turtles in the clear water.  Enjoy camp camaraderie at evening games in a cabin and stories at the campfire.  Meditate a moment before bedtime and listen to the haunting call of Whip-Poor-Wills across the lake.

Lots of super birding for both experts and novices!  We usually see about 100 species. Folks with binoculars and scopes are happy to share, please bring ‘em if you have ‘em!  Daily field trip opportunities include morning bird walks at the camp and after-meal shared carpools to nearby natural areas and birding hotspots such as Germania Marsh, Mount Morris, and Buena Vista Marsh.  The more expert birders lead walks and share tips and bird call skills to help novices enjoy and learn about interesting birds they may have otherwise missed.  If you’re lucky you may spot the Common Loons on the lake or a Pileated Woodpecker hammering an old tree!

These are Things You Need To Know and Bring

· Memorial Day Weekend camp starts Saturday afternoon and ends Monday 3pm.  The cost is Adults $152, Children 6-12 $138, 3-6 $131, and under 3 free. This includes 6 meals starting Saturday evening through Monday noon.  Meals are 8am, noon, and 5:30.
 Please note that meals before Saturday evening are on your own.

· For a longer weekend, you can add Friday for $52 per person.  Folks coming Friday can also enjoy special birding and canoe/kayak trips on Friday and on Saturday morning.
Your meals before Saturday evening are on your own.

· You are welcome to bring food and snacks.  There are refrigerators and microwaves available.  Bring your own utensils and supplies if you want to cook in cabin kitchenettes.  There are also small towns nearby with restaurants and shopping.  

· Day guests are welcome!  If individuals or friends want to come for a day, please pay the day guest fee of $5, plus a meal charge if joining for meals to a camp coordinator.

· The two main group cabins each have a number of separate bedrooms with two single beds, shared bath and shower facilities, a kitchenette, and a large common room with a fireplace.  The two overflow cabins are similar, with camp shower facilities nearby.

· Roooms may need to be shared depending on attendance.  Requests for a single room, cabins with showers, the ‘quieter’ cabin, and special diets are accommodated to the extent possible but cannot be guaranteed. No smoking or alcohol is allowed in buildings.

· Bring casual clothing, swimsuit, hiking shoes, and rain gear. Blankets and sheets are provided.  Bring a towel and an extra blanket if desired.  Swimming is on your own (no lifeguard), please check with a camp coordinator about swimming rules.
· Bring your bike, canoe or kayak, games, books, s’mores, binocs, scope! (sorry, no  pets)
