Aldo Leopold film showing/discussion/get-together  in Fort Atkinson - You’re Invited!  
On Thursday, August 5, 2010 at 8PM in Fort Atkinson, Wisconsin, there will be a screening of the documentary Aldo Leopold at Faville Grove with a new, short epilogue about the damage to the Crawfish prairie caused by the 2008 flood. Filmmaker Chuck Johannsen will be there and, hopefully, so will some of the people in the film. A discussion will follow the screening.

Purpose: Fun. Food and drink. Program on History of Conservation/Ecological Restoration Get-together of people interested in the Faville Prairie. 

What is it? The film (formerly titled Floral Reserve: Aldo Leopold and the Wild Prairie Orchids) documents the work of writer/scientist/professor Aldo Leopold in Lake Mills in the 1930s and 40s, saving the first piece of virgin prairie as public land and includes Leopold’s essay “Exit Orchis”. The story also touches upon the first work in ecological restoration of prairies undertaken by Prof. Leopold and others. Personal narratives are provided by three of Aldo Leopold’s children, some of his graduate students, and the Faville/Tillotson family of Lake Mills. 

Location: Café Carpe, S. Water St. West, Fort Atkinson. For those of you who don’t know Café Carpe, it’s a small restaurant/bar with good home-made food. It’s also a folk music venue with a nice performance room that can double as a film-screening room. 

Café Carpe is on the Rock River, just around the corner from the downstream end of the Main St. bridge.
